Debate with another member 

of the class for and against 

EITHER increasing welfare 

payments OR taxing wealth.

Explain the logic behind the 

formula for the annual rate of 

economic growth.

Using the latest Labour Force 

statistics from www.abs.gov.au 

demonstrate how the 

unemployment and 

participation rates are 

calculated.

Find three songs available on 

iTunes that are relevant to 

employment policy.

Change the lyrics of a song to 

outline the main points of 

external stability.  Record the 

reading or singing of the lyrics.
